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The Eagle
Based upon several tests, colored light has no effect upon my dog's feeding habits.


 If I turn on a red light, then my dog will eat more compared to other light colors.


Are my dog's feeding habits affected by the color of light in the room?


Record the dog's feeding habits for several days using a colored light each time. 


My dog ate 2 cups of food each day.


I saw an article in the newspaper that said that red light makes dogs eat more.





The moose ate zero pounds of raspberries.


Will a moose eat raspberries?


My friend said moose love raspberries.


 A moose does not like raspberries because he will not eat them even when they are placed in his feeding area.      


If I supply a moose with raspberries, it will prefer to eat them, because they are full of vitamins that are needed after hibernation.


Locate a moose in his usual feeding area.  Place raspberries in the feeding area and record the number eaten.  Make a chart to summarize the results.








Spot an eagle's nest and climb toward it.  Without disturbing the nest, use a measuring tape to record the distance to the ground.


How high do eagles build nests?


After measuring three nests, it seems eagles prefer no more than 50 feet off the ground.


I have noticed that eagles nests are built high off the ground.


If I measure nest height, then I will determine eagles prefer above 75 feet, because height provides better safety to the young eaglets.


 Distance from ground to nest: nest 1= 44 ft., nest 2= 47.5 ft., nest 3= 46 ft.
